Wednesday: 3:00 to 8 p.m. 
Thursday: 10:00 to 5:00 p.m. 
Friday: 10:00 to 5:00 p.m. 
Saturday: 10:00 to 3:00 p.m. (in July and August, 9:00 to 12:00) 
 
The Library is closed on the following holidays:

Thanksgiving Day and the day following

The library will be open 2:00-5:00 p.m. on the Wednesday before Thanksgiving. 
 
 
Hours of operation for Christmas Eve Day and New Year’s Eve Day will be 9:00 a.m. to 
12:00 p.m., except on Sunday, when the library is closed. 
 
If a holiday falls on a Sunday, the library will be closed the following Monday. 
 
In the case of severely inclement weather, emergency, hazardous conditions or long-term 
power outage, the Library Director will notify the Chair of the Trustees that the Library 
will close.  Closings are announced on the library’s website, WTSN and WMUR TV 
Channel 9.  
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
