 A Site Review application made by Naithan Couse, The property is located on 10 Fox Garrison Road, and is known as Lee Tax Map#19-07-0900.  The applicant has received a variance to operate a proposing a landscaping company/use on the site to include landscape service and sales of related products and is now proceeding to the Planning Board for Site Review.  This is an application acceptance hearing and possible final hearing.

Naithan Couse explained to the Board the application.  He has revised the plan since the consultation.  He has added the contour lines, existing and proposed.  All the water will shed to the pond.  All of the grading on the site will be outside the 75’ setback to wet soils.  The parking areas are labeled on the plan.  He is going to construct a 10’ x 25’ porch on the front of the building.  This porch will have 2 lights to light up the front area and the parking area.  Once traffic is in the driveway, it will be one way around the front area.  He has DOT, police and fire approval.    The police chief wants a gate at the entrance on Rt. 125 which he was going to do anyway.  He will have 3 lights outback to light up the work area.  All lighting will be downward lights.  The area will be gravel, no pavement at this time.  
John LaCourse asked if there is any historic value to the site? 

Allan Dennis replied none that he is aware of. 

Mark Beliveau asked if the Christmas trees will be fuller than shown on the plan. 

Naithan Couse replied yes. 

Mark Beliveau asked what the history on the fishing is on site.

            Allan Dennis explained it. It is allowed in our ordinance as aquaculture, and if he wants to continue, it’s, allowed. 

Bob Moynihan asked about septic size. 

            Allan Dennis replied that it’s built for men’s club with about 100 seats.  (In the file)  He continued to explain that now he does not need to provide restrooms, but when the store opens he will. 


Bob Moynihan discussed the base area when the grading will be complete. 

 
Naithan Couse replied he will be putting down 4” to 6” of crushed stone when done. 

Kevin Crawford asked what the man hole was near building.

Naithan Couse is not sure.  


Bob Moynihan commented not paving, that there is no increase runoff, it’s all heading to the pond.  Using existing building. 

Kevin Crawford discussed with the applicant the man hole and where it goes. He suggested that Naithan find out where it goes to avoid flooding in that area in the future. 

The Board discussed where the piles are going; Naithan explained they will be hauled off. 

Kevin Crawford discussed what types of plants will be planted in the purposed buffer.

Naithan Couse replied that he is planting 4’ hemlocks; they are fast growing and are deer resistant. 

Bob Smith, Chairman, opened up for public comment.  At this point, Kevin Crawford recued himself from the Board and became a member of the audience.  He is an abutter to the property.

Scott Kemp spoke with concerns of dust and not enough loam on site for the trees.

Naithan Couse spoke that there is a lot of loam around the lake and also does not want dust. 

Kevin Crawford spoke and he does think the wind is primarily northwest so he will not be affected.  He feels the trees will help with the dust issue.

Michael Crosbie spoke of dust, diesel fumes and noise.  His lot will be affected by all. 
Naithan Couse spoke that he is as far away as he can with his; it’s not his fault that the lot has been stripped. 

Bob Smith, Chairman spoke that he is going to be helping with the dust with the stone, he will help the existing situation. 

Naithan Couse explained that he cannot unhook the backup alarm as they are required by OSHA.  He doesn’t feel that this noise can be heard over the noise of Rt. 125. 

Michael Crosby asked about the diesel fumes.

Naithan Couse replied he is as close to Rt. 125 as he can get. 

Matt Dwyer spoke with concerns of the noise.  He feels there should be a compromise. 

Romeo Turcott he knows that there will be some dust, if it’s excessively dusty, actions will need to be taken.  Can a condition be attached to resolve this?

Bob Smith, Chairman replied that this is maintained, someone will need to police it.  That said, dust is an issue.  He believes the applicant is trying to improve property; we need to all work together. 
Steve Boisivert commented that they have lived here for 30 years, has witnessed a lot in those years on this site.  The noise of the highway doesn’t drown out the activities on this site.  What’s the schedule? When will it all be done? 
Irene Boisivert replied that she would like a guarantee, strictly adhered to.  The shouldn’t hear anything before 7 am or after 5 pm.  She doesn’t want to wake up and hear equipment as she has in the past.  She feels more attention is given to the site than to the neighbors.  She doesn’t want to live the business.

Michael Crosbie spoke and commented that the ZBA didn’t let them talk. 

Mark Beliveau spoke that they won’t grant an approval tonight, they need to gather more information, possibly suggests mitigating.  This Board cannot do anything about the ZBA. 

Bob Smith, Chairman read the noise ordinance to everyone.  He also explained that this is just an application acceptance hearing, not final hearing. 

Scott Kemp spoke for the applicant and stated that anything he does, will improve the property.  

Bob Smith reviewed the items to be addressed on the plan.

1.) Delete wording regarding boundary issues.

2.) Change plan to a four story building.

3.) Add a note to the plan ¾ inch crushed stone 4” to 6” over area 

4.) Water drain at entrance determine if its an issue and where it goes.

5.) 4’ hemlocks to be planted in buffer.  Add to plan.

6.) Add variances and their description to plan in the notes.

Bob Moynihan made a motion to approve the application.
