A subdivision application presented by Adam Fogg, Atlantic Survey Inc. for property owned by Anita and Kelly Lowther, 45 Harvey Mill Road,  and is known as Lee Tax Map#22-03-0500.   The applicants propose to subdivide off a building lot which is 2.46 +-acres from the existing parcel of 10.19 +- acres.  This is an application acceptance hearing and a possible final hearing. 
Allan Dennis explained to the Board on behalf of the Lowthers, that this is a one- lot subdivision.  They received a variance for the original lot to have two houses on 7.73 acres and creating a new building lot of  2.46 acres.  They house has the correct density, test pit date and frontage required.  This could all be done tonight.

Bob Moynihan commented that he would like all of the monuments placed on the entire parcel per our regulations.  He also is not comfortable with the wording in the ZBA decision as noted on the plan.  He feels the following Planning Board note should be added to the plan. “The existing lot may not seek any further variance request for frontage relief on the original parcel, Lee Tax Map #22-03-0500.”  The Board agreed this will tidy up any uncertainty. 

Caren Rossi commented that all state approvals have been received. 

Bob Moynihan made a motion to approve the application.
John LaCourse second. Vote:  all

Bob Moynihan made a motion to accept the application subject to the following conditions.

1.)  A note place on the plan that stating:  The existing lot may not seek any further variance request for frontage relief on the original parcel, Lee Tax Map #22-03-0500.

2.) Monuments are set on the entire parcel as per the Town’s regulations.

-A consultation with Frank Montero, MHF Design regarding a remodeling of Dunkin Donuts located on Rt. 4. 

Frank Montero explained that Dunkin Donuts is doing a redo.  The only exterior work is new sidewalks, new paving and color scheme changes. The corporate office is going with more earth tone colors.  Lighting is not changing. The interior is being remodeled with a reduction in seating.   

The Board had no issues and thanked them for coming in.

-A consultation with Chuck Cressey regarding selling of products on his vacant site on Rt. 125. 

Chuck Cressey presented the Board with some sketches of what he is proposing to do. He would like to get a refrigerated truck and sell lobsters and seafood out of it.  He also wants to set up some tables with tents and have a Farmers Market on the site.  Open 
Friday thru Sunday.  They will use the restroom facilities in Lee Lock it Inn.  
Allan Dennis explained that how this differs from Bobby Callioras is that he has already received a variance for front setback.  The truck will not be considered a structure as it is registered and drivable.  The parking will have to conform to the variance already received.  Allan is concerned with expansion of the tables and tents. How do you want this handled?
The Board will a do site walk on Monday, May 16, 2011 at 8:00 am and decide how they wish to proceed.

-A consultation with Bobby Callioras regarding a mobile kitchen unit on Rt. 125. 

Bobby Callioras explained to the Board that due to financial reasons he has not been able to start the next phase of his project.  He received ZBA approval last week to extend his mobile unit for another 18 months. 

The Board didn’t have any issues and waived any further site review.

-A consultation with Peter Loughlin, regarding a lot line adjustment for property owned by John and Candice Shea and Capstone Development.

Peter Loughlin explained to the Board that thru the Planning Board process in Durham for Capstone Development, there was discussion with protecting more of the river.  With this discussion, Capstone contacted landowners John and Candice Shea about purchasing some land from them and protecting it. This will be done with either an easement or deed restriction.  This is not final yet.  He is here tonight to see if the Board has any issues. He would like to get this finalized in June. 
Robert Smith suggested that the Lee Conservation Commission be contacted and advised of the potential easement. 

The Board had no other suggestions or issues.

-Steve Whitman, AICP from Jeffrey H. Taylor & Associates regarding the Energy Audit. 

Steve Whitman introduced associates Mike Berman and John Spencer; they conducted a survey at the Energy Fair.  They explained their handouts, in file.
